2011 Health Insurance Premiums

The Office of Personnel Management has posted the 2011 Federal Employees Health Benefits (FEHB) premiums at http://www.opm.gov/insure/health/rates/index.asp. If your plan is not listed, it may be one of the carriers who have elected not to participate in the FEHB Program next year.  The Civilian Benefits Center has been advised that the carriers who will not be participating have sent notices to alert their customers. If you are enrolled in a plan that is not offered, you must make an enrollment change during the Benefits Open Season (November 8 through December 13, 2010) to continue your FEHB coverage.
