The CLINs on the WAWF invoice shall be entered exactly as set forth in the contract document including CLIN
number (e.g. 0001), Quantity (may be adjusted for actual quantity or dollar value delivered and invoiced), and Unit
Price (e.g. $1.00). The dollar amounts on each CLIN or SubCLIN on the WAWF invoice shall reflect final
performance values, but in no instance can the dollar amount for each CLIN or SubCLIN exceed what is specified
in the contract document. The Contractor shall bill to the lowest level, e.g., the SUbCLIN level. The Quantity and
Unit of Measure fields must be filled out exactly as indicated in the CLINs and SubCLINs to reduce the possibility
of the invoice being delayed or rejected during processing.

Before closing out of an invoice session in WAWF, but after submitting the document or documents, the
Contractor will be given the option to send additional email notifications by clicking on the “Send More Email
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Notifications” link that appears on the page. The @arior shall click on this link and add the TechnicahPof
Contact’'s (TPOC) or Contracting Officer's Represeam¢as (COR) email address in the first email addresskol
and add any other additional email addresses desired folltveing blocks. This additional notification to the
Government is important to ensure the acceptor/reciivaevare that the invoice documents have been sigomit

into the WAWF system.
