        AMENDMENT 0006

The purpose of this amendment is to close discussions and request Final Proposal Revisions (FPR) by 1400 on 5 March 2004.  Please note the number of copies of the FPR as one (1) original and four (4) copies of the Technical Volume, Volume I, and one (1) original and two (2) copies of the Past Performance, Socio-Economic Considerations, Price and Solicitation Documents Volume, Volume II, consistent with the original submission.  The page limit on Volume I shall not exceed 60 pages.  The solicitation is amended as follows:

1.  The subcontracting with Small Business requirement is amended to establish a goal of 10% of the contract value, vice a minimum of 10%.  FAR 52.212-2, EVALUATION – COMMERCIAL ITEMS, paragraph (f), Factor 3: Socio-Economic Considerations, last sentence is amended to read:

“Offerors who propose a minimum of 10% of the contract value to be performed by small business entities will receive a more favorable rating.”

2.  Exhibit B (hereby attached) is amended to allow for different primers for each of the Underwater Hull Coating Systems.  In the event that the same product is used for any of the systems, provide the same product in Exhibit B for each requirement.

3.  In Paragraph 2.3.1.1 of the SOW the wording is changed to the following: 

“2.3.1.1  The Contractor shall provide a pedestrian nonskid system.  The system offered shall provide a non-slip surface without the need to broadcast aggregate into the wet film.  Color: Dark gray, Federal Color Standard 595B, number 26081.”

4.  In Paragraph 2.5.1 of the SOW reference to QPL 24607 will be deleted.  The wording is changed to the following:

“2.5.1  
Fire Retardant:

The Contractor shall provide a DOD-E-24607A compliant nonflaming interior system, which consists of 3 mils (75 microns) DFT primer and a second coat at 3 mils (75 microns) DFT of nonflaming coating.  Primers provided must be suitable for nonflaming coating.  Color: Paragraph 2.8.3.”

5.  In paragraph 5.1.2.1 of the SOW, the solicitation specified a Bachelor of Science degree although what was intended was that the Program Manager has a Bachelor’s Degree (Bachelor of Science or Bachelor of Arts is acceptable).  The alternative requirement for education for the Program Manager is revised as follows:  

“5.1.2.1  The Program Manager shall have a minimum of either a Bachelor’s of Science degree in Marine, Mechanical, Chemical, Corrosion, or Electrical Engineering, and a minimum of ten (10) years experience in the Marine Paint Field; or a Bachelor’s degree and 25 or more years of technical and senior management experience in the Marine Paint Field.”

6.  In paragraph 5.1.2.3 of the SOW the punctuation is modified for clarification to read as follows: 

“5.1.2.3  The Technical Manager shall have one of the following at a minimum: a Bachelor’s of Science degree in Marine, Mechanical, Chemical, Corrosion, or Electrical Engineering; 10 years of experience as either a paint field service engineer or have worked for a painting contractor/shipyard in the Marine Paint Field; or 4 years shipboard experience sailing on either commercial vessels or US naval ships with an additional 6 years experience in the Marine Paint Field.”

7.  Under the section identified as SECTION 2 – SIGNED SF1449 TO INCLUDE FILLED IN RATE TABLE OFFEROR REPS AND CERTS, modify the paragraph to read:

“Include in this section a copy of the rate table with proposed prices as well as the Representations and Certifications in FAR 52.212-3 and DFARS 252.212-7000 completed.  DFARS 252.225-7000, BUY AMERICAN ACT – BALANCE OF PAYMENTS PROGRAM CERTIFICATE must also be completed.  Offerors must also acknowledge receipt of any RFP amendments.”

Note that the Suitability Differential Worksheet, Attachment 13 provided with Amendment 0001 and Exhibit B provided herein shall be used.
